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ARTICLE I


NAMES AND PURPOSES OF THE ORGANIZATION
Section A:
The name of this organization shall be the Santa Clara Section, of the South Coast Region, of the California Association of FFA.

Section B:
The purposes, for which this organization is formed, are as follows.

1. To promote and encourage the fulfillment, on the sectional level, of the purposes of the organization as outlined in the national, state and regional constitutions.  

2. To provide and actively promote inter-chapter activities on the sectional level.

3. To bridge the gap between the chapters and region.

ARTICLE II


MEMBERSHIP

Section A:
The members of this organization shall be the active members, in good standing, of the chapters in the Santa Clara Section as defined by the State constitution.

ARTICLE III


OFFICERS

Section A:
The officers of the Santa Clara Section of the FFA shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, Reporter and Sentinel.

These officers and the Presidents of the chapters within the section shall constitute the Executive Committee.  The Executive Committee shall have full authority to control the organization, and be subject only to such regulations and by-laws as may be adopted by the Sectional Organization.  
Section B:
To be eligible for office a member must be eligible for the Chapter FFA Degree and have Freshman, Sophomore or Junior standing at the time he/she is elected to office.

Section C:
No more than three (3) sectional officers may be elected from one chapter.
Section D:
The elective officers of the section shall be elected annually by a majority vote of the delegates present at an official meeting.

Section E:
The Advisor of the Sectional President shall be the sectional advisor and will be assisted by the elected SCATA Sectional President.

ARTICLE IV


DUES

Section A:
Sectional dues shall be determined annually by the majority vote of the delegates present at the first Sectional Executive Committee Meeting.

ARTICLE V


MEETINGS

Section A:
One sectional meeting, and other meetings as needed, shall be held each year at such time and place as designated by the Executive Committee.

Section B:
The Executive Committee shall meet at least once as a planning committee, and at least once a month thereafter.

Section C:
Special meetings may be called by the President at any time.

Section D:
Sectional Officers must have an officers meeting once a month.

ARTICLE VI


ADMENDMENTS

Section A:
Amendments to the Sectional Constitution or By-Laws shall be handed to the executive committee in writing.

Section B:
Amendments to this constitution or by-laws shall be voted on and must be passed by a two-thirds majority of the delegates at the annual Sectional Meeting.
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ARTICLE VII

OFFICERS





Section A:
Procedure of election

1. The Sectional Officers, sitting as a Nominating Committee, shall nominate al least two candidates for each office.  Provisions shall be made for submitting applications for Sectional Office, for conducting interviews of Sectional Officer candidates, and for permitting the campaigning of nominees for Sectional Office.
2. Candidates for Sectional Office will submit an application for office to the Sectional Secretary at least one week before the meeting when elections are to be held.
3. The Executive Committee sitting as a nominating committee will call a meeting of all applicants for Sectional Office at which time the applicants will be interviewed.  Only applicants appearing for this interview will be considered for nomination.  

4. Only those members who have submitted applications will be allowed to run for Sectional Office.

5. Applications (number not limited) for office will be submitted from each chapter.

Section B:
Duties

1. President

a. It shall be the duty of the President to preside over all meetings of the Santa Clara Section, of the South Coast Region, of the California Association, of the FFA and attend all meetings of the Regional Executive Committee.

b. The President shall call at least one meeting a year on such date and at such place as shall be decided by a majority vote of the Executive Committee.

c. The President shall call special meetings when requested to do so by the Executive Committee or the Sectional Advisor.

d. The President shall appoint all special committees and my serve as an ex-officio member of these.

2. Vice President

a. The Vice-President shall assume all the duties of the President in case the office becomes vacant by resignation or otherwise.

b. The Vice-President shall preside over all meetings in the absence of the President and shall assume all other duties of the President as assigned him/her by the Executive Committee.
3. Secretary
a. The Secretary shall perform all duties common to such an office and keep accurate minutes of all Sectional or Executive Committee meetings.

b. The Secretary must keep on hand the names, addresses, and phone numbers of all Chapter Presidents, Delegates, and Alternate Delegates within the Section.
c. The Secretary will be responsible for preparing and mailing a copy of the minutes of all Sectional meetings to the Sectional Officers within the following week.

4. Treasurer

a. The Treasurer shall perform all duties common to such an office and all other duties directed by the Sectional Advisor or the Executive Committee.

5. Reporter

a. It shall be the duty of the Reporter to prepare news-notes suitable for publication, particularly in the New Horizons, on all meetings of the Sectional Organization, and all other duties assigned to him/her by the Executive Committee.
6. Sentinel

a. It shall be the duty of the Sentinel to assist in the conduction of meetings by greeting guests, seating delegates, arranging paraphernalia, and carrying out other duties assigned him/her by the President.

7. Sectional Advisor

a. It is the duty of the Sectional Advisor to advise the Executive Committee and other committees on matters of policy and assist the Sectional Officers in conducting meetings and programs.
b. The word of the Sectional Advisor shall be final in case of interpretation of the constitution or by-laws between meetings of the organization or the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE VIII

VOTING DELEGATES

Section A:
Each chapter in good standing is entitled to two (2) voting delegates to represent their chapter at all Sectional meetings.

Section B:
Each Sectional Officer shall have one (1) vote.

Section C:
In addition, each Chapter President shall have one (1) vote.

Section D:
Substitution is encouraged for those members who are already entitled to a vote.
